2.	The applicant must be of good character and have demonstrated average or above scholarship ability.
3.	The parents or guardians of the applicant must be registered members of St. Peter Parish.

If you meet the above qualifications, please fill out the attached application, sign it, and return it with your essay and grades no later than May 10, 2026.  It may be scanned and emailed to kdbraider@gmail.com or dropped off at the Café on Sunday morning May 3rd  to the committee person in charge.  Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.  A scoring model is utilized to evaluate the data provided and determine eligibility.  The decision of the Scholarship Committee will be final.  All information entrusted to the core committee will be kept confidential. 

Scholarships will be announced by letter/email by the end of May. An award ceremony is normally held the first weekend of June during one of the Masses.  Expect a communication as soon as we have the date confirmed.  Checks will be sent directly to the school and applied to each recipient’s tuition by mid July.
